NOTE: If you are under 18 years old, and you are pregnant, and you want a judge to allow you to decide by yourself (without your parent’s consent)
whether to have an abortion, read these instructions carefully.

I. Who can help you with this proceeding?
I. Ai cé thé gitp ban trong thu tuc nay?

You may want someone to help you fill out the forms or assist you with this proceeding. You have\these choices:
Ban c6 thé mubn duoc tro gitip trong viéc dién don hodc cé ngudi hd tre cho ban tai phién toa. Ban cé cac lwa chon sau day:

1. Alawyer can represent you. If you ask for a lawyer, the Court will appoint one to represént you. You will not have to pay for the
lawyer.

1. Ban c6 thé c6 luat sw dai dién cho minh. Néu ban yéu cau cé luat sw, Toa An sé-chi dinh luat sw dai dién cho ban. Ban sé& khéng
phai tra phi luat sw.

2. Some other person who is 18 years old or older may help you. You may.choose a counselor, friend, relative, or other person. If
you do not know anyone to ask, the Court will appoint someone to help you, if you ask. This person will be called your “guardian
ad litem.” (If someone like this helps you, the Court still will appoint.a-lawyer to help you and this person, if you ask for a lawyer.)

II. What is “waiver of the parental conisent requirement”?
II. Pwoc “mién quy dinh phai co:str cho phép cua phu huynh” la gi?

If you are under age 18, pregnant, and unmarried, a doctor in North Carolina may not perform an abortion for you unless the doctor has
your consent and the consent of one of thes€ people:

You may ask the Court to waive the requirement - that is, to allow you to decide about an abortion without the consent of any of these
people. You may ask the Court to waive the parental consent requirement (1) if these people are not available, or (2) if they refuse to
consent to an abortion, or (3) if you do not want to ask any of these people to consent.

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III. How do you ask the Court to waive the parental consent requirement?
III. Lam thé nao dé yéu cau Toa An cho mién quy dinh phai cé sw cho phép ctia phu huynh?

You ask the Court for a waiver by filing a “petition” in the office of the Clerk of Superior Court in any county. The “petition” is a form that
is available in the office of the clerk in every county courthouse. When the form is filled out, it is given to the clerk of court for filing. You
should read the form very carefully before signing it. These are the things that you (or your lawyer or guardian ad litem) need to put on
the form:

IV. Who can file a petition?

1. You may complete and file a petition if:
1. Ban c6 thé dién va nop don xin néu:
(a)you are under age 18 and are not married,
(a)ban dwéi 18 tudi va chwa lap gia dinh,
(b)no court has declared you to be emancipated,
(b)khong c6 Toa An ndo cong nhan réng ban.Jatré séng ddc lap, khong phu thudc vao cha me,
(c)you are pregnant, and
(c)ban dang c6 thai, va
(d)you live in or are present in the county where you file the petition.
(d)ban dang séng hodc dang c6-mat & tai quan/hat noi ban nép don xin.

2. Alawyer may file the petition for you.
2. Mot luat sw cé th& ndp don thay mat cho ban.

3. Anothérperson, over age 18, who has agreed to help you can file the petition for you.

V. Is the court proceeding private?
V. Co phai thua tuc toa an nay dworc gitr kin khéng?

Yes. THE PETITION AND EVERYTHING ELSE ABOUT THE COURT PROCEEDING IS CONFIDENTIAL. This means that your parents
will not receive notice from the Court that you are asking for a waiver, if you do not want them to be notified. You will meet with a judge

in private. The court papers are private and may not be shown to anyone without your permission. [EXCEPTION: The Court must report
incest to the Department of Social Services as required by GS. 90-21.8(1).]

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VI.  What happens after the petition is filed?

The clerk will set a time for you to meet with a judge. This meeting is called a “hearing.” The clerk will tell you when and where the hear-
ing will be or will ask you how you want to be notified of the time and place. The hearing will be within 7 days, unless you want to delay it.

The only people at the hearing will be you, the judge, your lawyer if you have one, a court clerk, and anyone else you want to be there
with you. You and anyone who comes with you will have a chance to speak to the judge. You may bring any witnesses, papers, and
other information to support your request for a waiver.

The judge will waive the parental consent requirement if the judge finds:
