session of court. Once a time is approved. the attorney and the defendant will be released and expected to
return 135 minutes before the selected time with all paperwork completed and ready to have the case

addressed. Attorneys and their clients are expected to have their personal calendars with them at calendar
call. Counsel and the ADA assigned to a case may agree upon a time slot prior to calendar call. In that
event. the Defendant and his or her counsel need not be present at calendar call and they can report to
court at the selected time unless otherwise directed by the presiding Judge.
